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COVENANT VIOLATION PENALTIES AND PROCEDURES

To report a covenant violation, a property owner must submit a signed written notification of
non-compliance to the POA board via U. S. mail. A representative of the board will be
assigned by the chairman to discuss the violation with the person(s) involved and secure
compliance. At this point the identity of the person submitting the complaint will be kept
confidential.

If the matter is not resolved after taking the above actions, the POA board will conduct a
hearing. At this stage the identity of the person(s) submitting the complaint must be revealed
and witnesses for both parties may be present. A majority vote of the Board will decide if the
complaint is or is not justified. If justified then fines or penalties will be assessed and
notification of same will be sent via US mail.

Following are prohibited acts or conditions.

Conditions in Violation

Mobile Homes Permanent Outdoor Lights — Dusk to Dawn
Temporary Buildings Wrecked Vehicles

Unapproved Signs A Model Home Constructed

Visible Clothes Lines Drilling/Mining

Trash and Debris Access to outside LW from Perimeter Lots
Privies

If not resolved by the process noted above, fines will be levied at $100 per day until a
Condition in Violation is not corrected, not to exceed $1,000.

Acts in Vielation

Operating non-licensed vehicle Open fire
Speeding or reckless driving Hunting
Discharge of firearms Shooting fireworks

Failure to Control Animals

Fines will be $100 for each of the above Acts in Violation.

Cutting down trees 6 inches or more in diameter without the approval of the Architectural
Review Committee could result in a fine of $100 fine per tree cut. (Since once a tree is cut
down it can not be corrected, this complaint will immediately go to the hearing phase.)

If any fines are not paid, the board will place a lien on the offender’s property and the board
will notify the offender by certified/registered mail of this action.

As stated in our covenants, “The restrictions and agreements set forth herein are made for the
mutual and reciprocal benefit of each and every lot in the development.” The POA’s intent is
that covenant matters can be resolved by discussions with the parties involved and that the
desire to be good neighbors overrides all other considerations.
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
